- Tests will be announced several days in advance and review information will be provided.  After tests are corrected, they will be returned and reviewed.  Students are responsible for keeping tests in their portfolio
- Final exam questions will come from your tests. Do not lose your tests!  

- If you are absent for a test, see me to schedule a make-up date.  Tests must
  be taken within a week after you return

Projects and reports
- Several long term projects or reports will be assigned each grading period.    Don't wait until the last minute to get them done

- Please remember, plagiarism is wrong.  All reports must be written by you, 
   and any quotes or sources used must be properly noted

- On the day you return, check to see if you need any handouts.  Any notes should be copied into your notebook
Portfolios and classroom folder
